Traditional Small Groups

There are currently four small groups meeting on different days and at different times throughout the week.  Each group is open to new members and is studying a different topic by different methods.  Each group is free to choose their focus, whether it be by topic, an in-depth study of a book of the Bible, or studying another book regarding a Biblical subject.

If these groups do not meet your schedule, please start a group of your own!  There may be others interested in the same topic of study or in meeting another day or time of the week.  Small group leaders don’t need any special training; they just have to be willing to discuss their walk with the Lord and to dedicate their time and efforts to meeting with and teaching others.  From time to time small group leader training meetings are held at LWCC, and all leaders are encouraged to attend.
Discipleship Groups
Three discipleship groups are currently meeting.  Due to the intense study and intimate level of sharing, these are closed groups of 3-5 people.  Outside preparation is a requirement each week for participation.  We are currently using Greg Ogden’s Discipleship Essentials: A Guide to Beginning Your Life in Christ.

These groups offer an opportunity for everyone to grow deeper in their relationship with Christ, from new believer to seasoned follower.  We encourage everyone at LWCC to participate!
